	Overview of Unit
	Students to read and respond to individual graphic novels as well as one shared short e-book graphic novel, with an analytical book review of at least one graphic novel.

	Sequence of Learning Activities
+ formative assessment
	1. Use a variety of video clips from ABCSplash website and YouTube to introduce graphic novels (Listed in Graphic Novel introduction clips STUDENT file with annotations about each clip.)

2. Select graphic novels from CCC library (not a class set of graphic novels available – there are some available for in-school use only as well as borrow to read at home)
3. Use PowerPoint presentation to outline how to read a graphic novel and some of the techniques used in graphic novels. Also use other handouts for students.

4. Read shared e-book on whiteboard (use Adobe Digital Editions software – easy to set up AND borrow an e-book graphic novel from Public Library to share. I used Conversation #2 (title) – you may like to read before showing to see if you are comfortable with this and depends on the students in your class; theme in this is quite deep). Discuss & analyse how the author/illustrator used the different techniques in the shared novel. 
5. Read individual graphic novels.
6. Take notes on techniques, plot etc as reading graphic novel to prepare for an analytical book review of novel. (Handouts created as A5 and A3 sheet for notetaking)

7. Using pyramid book report format (handout) plan out analytical book review. (Original intention was to do this as an oral presentation however, class dynamics changed this to written format only)

8. Write analytical book review.
